form 149i, notification to foster parent(s) of filing of petition to terminate parental rights (instructions)
Form 149 is initiated to facilitate communication between the Foster Parent(s) and the agency when the agency accepts a Voluntary Surrender of Parental Rights (VS) or files a Termination of Parental Rights (TPR) petition on a child(ren) who has resided in their home on foster care status for a minimum of sixty (60) days.  The basic intent of the form is to ensure that the Foster Parent(s) is aware of the plans of the agency to pursue adoption as the child’s permanency plan, the options open to the court regarding custody, and the privilege they have of being considered as Adoptive Parents.

Within seven (7) days of verifying the end of the ten (10) day revocation period on a Voluntary Surrender or of the filing of petition to Terminate Parental Rights, the child’s Case Manager shall complete the form and transmit it to the Foster Parent(s) by fax, email or U.S. mail.  A copy of the form will be sent to the case manager for the Foster Parent(s) for their file, and a copy placed in the child(ren)’s file to be included in the child’s Life History.  

The bottom section of the Form 149 can be completed by the Foster Parent(s) and returned to the agency when they have no interest in pursuing adoption of the child(ren).

FORM 149 IS NOT TO BE USED IN CASES WHERE A NON–SPECIAL NEEDS INFANT IS PLACED IN A FOSTER HOME ON THE BASIS OF A VOLUNTARY SURRENDER OF PARENTAL RIGHTS FOR THE PURPOSE OF ADOPTION.
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
