	This Purchase of Adoption Service Agreement is entered into between the Georgia Department of Human Services, hereinafter called “DHS,” and      , hereinafter called “Agency,” based upon the following:

1. The Georgia DHS has permanent legal custody of      , DOB:      /     /     , and has been unable to recruit and develop a suitable adoptive placement for said child by the usual and customary procedures.

2.        , a licensed child placing agency located in      , which has demonstrated an  understanding of the specialized knowledge and skills necessary for the successful adoptive placement of children with special needs, has recruited and developed an adoptive placement suitable for said child with the prospective adoptive family      .
3    Said child meets the definition of a “child with special needs” as defined by the official Rules and Regulations of the Georgia DHS.

4.   The Official Code of Georgia, Annotated, 49-5-8 (G) authorizes payment of a Purchase of Service fee to a licensed child placing agency which has been able to secure adoptive placements for children with special needs that the DHS has been otherwise unable to place.

Based upon the above, DHS agrees to pay to      , a Purchase of Service fee no greater than $      for the adoptive placement of      , a Georgia child with special needs in the permanent custody of DHS.  It is agreed that this payment shall be made under the conditions set forth at OCGA 49-5-8 (G), (i.e. Payment may not exceed $ 5,000 for each adoption arranged by said agency.  One-half of the total amount ($ 2,500) shall be made at the time of placement and the remaining amount ($ 2,500) shall be paid when the adoption is finalized).  If the adoption disrupts prior to finalization, said agency agrees to reimburse DHS in an amount calculated on a prorated basis upon the time the child was in the adoptive home and the services provided.

Agency agrees that Purchase of Service payment shall cover the provision of post-placement services and supervision.

Agency agrees to submit quarterly supervisory reports on monthly visitation conducted during a period of placement supervision not less than six months unless other wise agreed to by DHS prior to the signing of this agreement.
