TITLE V STATE ABSTINENCE EDUCATION GRANT PROGRAM 
WEBSITE INFORMATION

The Georgia Division of Family & Children Services (DFCS) administers the Title V State Abstinence Education Grant Program (AEGP), which is funded by state funds from the Georgia General Assembly and federal funds from the Administration for Children and Families, Family and Youth Services Bureau.  The Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act of 2010 authorized and appropriated funding for the Title V State Abstinence Education Grant Program for Federal Fiscal Years 2010 – 2014.  The purpose of this grant program is to support decisions to abstain from sexual activity by providing abstinence programming as defined by Section 510(b) of the Social Security Act.

Georgia’s State Plan for AEGP

The three main components of Georgia’s State Plan for AEGP are the following: 1) sub-contract awards; 2) program evaluation; and 3) public awareness and training.

Sub-contract Awards:  Georgia’s Abstinence Education Program awards contracts to public and nonprofit agencies to provide abstinence education within a positive youth development framework.  Contractors implement DFCS approved, A-H compliant abstinence curriculum.  Contractors also promote asset development and encourage healthy lifestyle choices by providing supplemental youth development activities.  The target population of the program is youth, ages 10 – 20 years old, in grades 6 – 12, who live in geographic locations with high teen pregnancy and birth rates, live in economically disadvantaged communities, or are involved with the juvenile court.  

Program Evaluation:  DFCS has contracted with EMSTAR Research, Inc., an independent evaluator, to assess the progress and effectiveness of the sub-contract programs using both quantitative and qualitative methods.  In the 2013 – 2014 grant year, over 5,600 youth were served.  There were statistically significant increases on Abstinence Knowledge, Sexually Transmitted Disease Knowledge, Refusal Skills, Intentions to Abstain, and Healthy Beliefs scales from pre-survey to post-survey.

Public Awareness and Training:   Georgia’s Abstinence Education Program promotes sexual risk avoidance as the optimal health message by providing statewide and local training and educational resources on abstinence education and youth development to youth-serving professionals.  The program also sponsors middle and high school assemblies throughout the state on the benefits of abstaining from teen sexual activity and hosts an annual statewide youth summit targeting 1,000 youth.
